
1. Download font from 
http://www.tamiloviam.com/ebook/html/download.asp?id=Unicodefonts.zip 

2. Unzip it and install fonts through control panel fonts. It will install Latha, 
TheneeUni, TheneeUniTx fonts in your system. (More info Please visit : 
http://www.tamiloviam.com/unicode/main.asp?sec=font) 

3. Goto Internet explorer “Tools”  menu, select “ Internet options…”. Check the 
following screen shot

5. When Internet options… is clicked, it pops up Internet options window as 
follows. Please click on “Fonts…” button. Watch red rectangle in the figure 

 



 
 

6. It pops up “Fonts”  window, choose tamil from “Language script” . Select 
“TheneeUniTx”  for both web page font and plain text font as follows. Press OK 
after selecting the font. 

 

 
 



7. When you returned to the “ Internet Options…” window, click on 
“Accessibility…”. Make sure accessibility window appears as follows. 

 

 
 

8. Press OK and return the IE. Refresh any Unicode web site. You must see Unicode 
tamil fonts in the page. Still problem persists, click on View->Encoding-
>Unicode (UTF-8) from the IE menu as follows.
